Please provide a budget for the rain garden, including all in-kind work and donations. If $500 is not enough to pay for the entire garden, what other funding sources have you considered? (Up to 10 points)

How will your garden serve as demonstration of storm water and pollution control?  (Up to 15 points)

How will you publicize your rain garden (i.e. articles in the community newspaper, links from the community website to a “Watch it Grow” section, etc.)? (Up to 10 points)

What are your plans for getting volunteers from the community to help install and publicize your rain garden? (Up to 15 points)
Important - Please submit with your application a sketch of your rain garden plan and a photo of the site you are considering for your garden. In the sketch include dimensions of garden, trees and nearby vegetation, roads, source of rain water (roof, parking lot, or lawn) and source’s dimensions. Also, make sure to call BUD (811 – Before U Dig) to insure that there are no water, gas, or electric lines under your proposed site. Record the contract number and submit it with your application.
