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To Central Kentucky community leaders:

The Bluegrass Rain Garden Alliance is pleased to announce that we are offering a $500 grant to help a community in Central Kentucky build its own demonstration rain garden! Rain gardens are designed to capture rainwater from downspouts or parking lots to allow it time (about 24 hours) to soak into the ground instead of going into the stormwater system and directly into nearby creeks. They help improve water quality, can help prevent flooding, and serve as excellent educational tools. This demonstration garden should be located in a public community area such as a courthouse lawn, park, or community center. 
The completed grant application must be postmarked by January 16, 2009 and the winning community will be announced on February 6, 2009. Final decisions will be based on points awarded for each question. Please note that $500 is unlikely to cover the entire cost of the garden; therefore you will have to determine other sources of funding for the project.
